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MATTERS ARISING

Clayton Cup Competition 2018

The Chairman reported that the Clayton Cup Competition had been a great
success and the pupils and staff were as enthusiastic as ever and Active
Nation managed the event in a professional manner. The winners of the
competition were Whittle CE Primary School. It is planned that next year the
new PA system can be used to enhance the event and a scoring system.

Report on Official Opening of Great Greens Play Area

It was noted that the opening ceremony had been supported by the local
community and there had been many very positive comments regarding the
new play area. It was hoped that the community would have many years of
enjoyment of the renewed play area.

SUMMER FAIR UPDATE

Nominated Volunteers Required for Rota

Councillor M Clifford requested that there would be a need for marshals for duties for
the Summer Fair and any volunteers would be much appreciated. It was requested
that the Clerk draw up a rota and circulate it to the members.

UPDATE ON CLAYTON IN BLOOM AND SCARECROW FESTIVAL

Councillor Mrs G Ormston informed the members that both events had been
promoted and that preparations were ongoing. The judging for Clayton in
Bloom would be Wednesday 18™ July 2018 and the continued support by the
members, schools, local groups and residents was appreciated.

LETTER OF SUPPORT TO RETAIN A LOCAL POLICE OFFICE

The council were informed that the police were looking to find new premises
following moving out of their previous office in Clayton Brook. The local police
were looking to have letters of support from the community to back their case.

It was requested that the Clerk write to The Assistant Chief Constable to add
the support of the parish council for an office to remain in the local area.

ENVIRONMENT ISSUES AT BANKSIDE

The members were made aware that residents at Bankside were concerned
about the number of cars being parked by the neighbouring garage and the
amount of fly tipping that had occurred around the alley ways.

It was noted that the alley ways were privately owned and that the transient
nature of the tenants in some of the houses in the area made it difficult to pin
point those who may be fly tipping.

The fly tipping had been reported on several occasions and the parish will
report the issue to Chorley Council.

The parking issue would be monitored in the future.
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PARKING ISSUES ALONG A6 PRESTON ROAD

The Chairman stated that there continued to be households that parked their
cars on the public footpath which caused an obstruction to pedestrians, those
with push chairs and the disabled.

It was requested that the clerk contact Lancashire County Council to raise the
concerns that had been ongoing for many years.

UPDATE ON TOMMY SILHOUETTE DONATION TO SCHOOLS

It was reported that the cost of the donations to the local schools had increased
from £750 to £2100 due to the British Legion revising their prices.

It was RESOLVED that the parish council would donate the Tommy Silhouette
to each school with assistance with fixing at a cost of some £2,100.
